Occasional, present in low numbers, but are not
expected to be seen without a special effort to find
them. At least a few are seen each year.

Rare, Not expected to be seen every year. They occur
in low numbers, may also be secretive or hard to
identify and may be unreported for several years.
Vagrant, less than 5 sightings reported in the area.

Nearly all birds are protected by state and federal
laws or treaties. The only completely unprotected
species are the Rock Pigeon, European Starling and
House Sparrow.
